Re: Project Status Updates

This memo provides a brief status update on current projects. Overall progress remains steady,
with key initiatives moving forward as planned.

Audits

The 2023 Audit has been finalized and sent to the State. Meanwhile, the 2024 Audit is
underway, with submission to the auditor anticipated by the end of the week. On the heels of
this submittal, we will begin the 2025 Audit for a compliance completion date of June 30, 2026.

Business Licenses/ALP

With staff transitions, now is the perfect time to review our policies and procedures and ensure
compliance with any new laws. Therefore, staff from the Georgia Municipal Association (GMA)
will be coming on-site to review processes and provide new information.

Codes of Ordinances

Municode was bought out by CivicPlus about two years ago. During this transition, CivicPlus has
now provided a portal for the uploading of adopted ordinances for codification. Kristin has been
working on this project, reviewing the ordinances and compiling a list of those currently not in
Municode, and has begun submitting them for codification. This is an active project that has
been time-consuming, and we will see the results of these efforts this year.

Sidewalks

Public Works Director Josh Smith and I have had a couple of preliminary meetings with the
selected Preliminary Engineering firm, Heath & Lineback, along with April McCowan of One
Atlas, who is GDOT's designated project manager for this project. The city is waiting for its LAP
recertification, and then we will begin the first task order. While waiting, we are scheduling a
site walkthrough with H&L before surveying begins. Another step we will be planning is a Public
Information Open House (PIOH), anticipated for late spring.



Springbrook Software

With each month that passes beyond implementation, fewer issues arise, and problems are
being corrected. During the week of February 2-6, a team from Springbrook will be on-site to
assist with remediation of implementation issues.

Staffing

City Hall is fully staffed. We have hired Tonya Cash as the Finance Accountant and Mera
Ramkissoon as the Accounts Payable/Business Services Clerk.

V3, Al Assistant and Policy

Staff is working with VC3 to implement an Artificial Intelligence (Al} policy and an Al assistant.
We are a test city in VC3's pilot program. Staff will work closely with VC3 developers to
customize the Al assistant for the City of Temple, which will eliminate the usage of ChatGPT,
etc.; which is a protection for the city. As part of the pilot program, the onboarding fees
{around $14,000) have been waived.

Water

At the end of November and beginning of December, Josh and | reached out to the City’s
engineer to set up a meeting with Carroll County Water Authority (CCWA) to discuss additional
water allowance. We are walting for our engineer to review and provide a calculated
recommendation based on potential new residential development requirements. Once we have
received this information, we will set up a meeting with Matt Windom, as this is the
information he has requested,

Website

The new website is in progress with VC3. We anticipate a “go live” date closer to this summer.

This project has been worked on alongside other projects that have had priority due to urgency
and staffing hours.

REM-CON, LLC (REM-CON) is pleased to submit the following proposal in response to your
request for repair of the aeration system and miscellaneous items at the City of Temple
wastewater treatment facility located at 574 Oak Shade Road in Temple, GA 31079. This proposal
is based on a site walk, previous cleaning, and information provided by Mr. Jimmy Jenkins.

Our proposal is organized in the following sections:

i) Scope of Work;

ii) Qualifications.

SCOPE OF WORK

Once the aeration basin has been drained REM-CON will remove the bulk of the liquid on the
basin floor to facilitate access to the diffuser racks. REM-CON will utilize a crane to lift the
diffuser racks, break them free. Once free, the diffuser rack will be lifted to the top of the stanchion
and secured. Once the diffuser rack is secured the sludge beneath the diffuser rack on the base
of the aeration basin will be removed using a vac-truck. The liquid will be discharged into the

adjacent pond, and the thick sludge and trash will be placed in the onsite dumpster for disposal
by City of Temple.

While each diffuser is secured to its associated stanchion a new 18-8, 19 x 7 stranded core stainless
steel cables will be installed on all diffuser racks. Once the new cable has been installed the
diffuser rack will be lowered and lifted using the City of Temples Winch system to ensure proper
operation of the stanchion, winch, and rollers associated with the aeration grid.
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Upon verification of proper operation of the lifting system, each diffuser rack will be lifted and
secured, the old diffuser sleeves and clamps removed, and the interior to the piping jetted to
remove clogs and build up. New diffuser sleeves and clamps will then be installed.

As part of this project, the City of Temple’s lifting winch will be repaired/serviced. This includes
but is not limited to flushing the gear box and replacing the leaking shaft seal, changing the gear
oil, and replacement of the dry-rotting power cord.

REM-CON will also mount the level transducer piping with 316 Stainless Steel Hardware and
adjust the position of the influent valve to the SBR so it obtains a fully closed position. This
assumes the valve is functioning properly.

| have attached a quote for the purchase and installation of blower motor #2 at the sewer
plant. This motor has blown and needs to be replaced immediately.

The purpose of this memo is to provide you with an overview of the situation. The sewer plant
has three (3) blower motors. At any given time, we always have two (2) motors running with
the third as a backup.

Back in November/December of 2025, we replaced blower motor #1. Now the #2 motor has
gone out, which means that blower motors #1 and #3 are currently running with no backup
motor. Since all three motors were about the same age, we anticipate that blower motor #3
will follow suit and need to be replaced this year.

Therefore, | recommend that we purchase blower motor for #2 and obtain authorization to
immediately purchase the #3 blower motor so we have it when needed. This purchase will be
funded from the sewer operating budget (maintenance/repair) for $14,200.00 each from
Southern Valve And Pump.
