Status:

Temple Museum Storage Shed —Will clean out the shed by the end of March in
preparation for demolition and adding the new structure.

Council Consideration and Follow-ups:

1.

The Temple Recreation/Senior Center Parking Lot Improvements RFP is ready to be
resubmitted to the public. This projectimprovementplan will ensure safe entry and exit from
said buildings and provide Recreationand Senior Services employees with better access to
each building for deliveries and maintenance. The plan improves driver visibility, provides
more ADA parking, more signage, and speed bumps to slow drivers down. This capital project
was allotted $110,000in 2025, but bids ranged from $130,000 - $200,000. We want to move
forward, but we will need additional funding to complete this project. -Update: As of
2/11/2026, Josh Smith contacted CarrollCounty to request their help in completing the
project. They have confirmed they cannottake on the project, and | am requesting that
we put it back out for bid.

December 15, 2025, we discovered the concession buildings were damaged due to the
freezing temperatures. Concession buildings 2 and 3 were most damaged; however, the
freeze also affected building 1 and the Football Scorestand. The adjuster completed his
assessment on January 23. — Update: The adjuster’s report states the damages for the two
concession buildings are $17,831.28 and $18,430.07. I've included four quotes with
significant differences. Quote 1 - Rock Altar Contracting includes information on returning
the buildings to their original state, i.e., the same water lines and repairs that could occur
again during a freeze. He will not be available for two months and asked that his quote be
rescinded. Quote 2 — Pro Designs — includes an itemized quote that will improve future
building sustainability, correct faulty water lines, add insulation, and repair other areas of
concern. Quote 3 - First Class Construction - includes an itemized estimate with detailed
descriptions of repairs needed to make the building nearly brand-new. Quote 4 - DCW
Construction - includes anitemized estimate for repairing the Football Scorestand, and all 3
concession buildings, which includes updating piping, insulation, replacing damaged
countertops, and more.

a. By reviewing all 4 quotes, the council will have a better scope of the work needed.
Please note that the spring season opens on February 23. The water is offin all 3
buildings due towater leaks, and concessions and bathrooms are needed to sustain
practices and games. (See #2.1 -2.4)

In the 2025 wrestling equipment line of operating budget, | requested $10,000 to purchase
an additional wrestling mat to sustain our program. | did not order the mat due to spacing
issues at the park. The $10,000 was not transferred into the 2026 budget and was reduced
to $1,000 for wrestlingequipment.| am requesting an additional $9,414.16 to coverthe cost
of the mat before the price increases in March. (See Resilite quote 3.1 -3.4)

4. Bluetooth support payment processors:

It was explained by
the City Administrator that one of the reasons we are switching our software to
Springbrook is because they have the capability to work with Xpress bill Pay so that
payments can be centralized. There was a motion by Council Member Boles to
authorize the Mayor to sign the Cash App Business Account contract pending legal
review, second hy Council Member Miller, Vote 5-0”

b. Fdid not follow through on this item due to issues that occurred in the November -
Decemberfootball games, where | discovered that payments were being made and then
cancelled. Though not opposed to reusing CashApp, | would like to explore utilizing the
Global Payments terminal option. Global Payments provides a virtual terminal to use
when our Ethernet terminals are down; however, staff must manually enter sensitive
information, including card numbers, which can be problematic for part-time staff and
is time-consuming. Our current card processors are scheduled to be unsupported this
year. We will purchase new terminals that will be supported now and in the future. As
such, OpenEdge has recommended a solution for off-site payments: the Walker C3X, a
contactless Bluetooth payment acceptance device. It works with our software, our
phones, and/or tablets to process payments. We will need (four) Walker C3X (Mobile)
Bluetooth processors, priced at $250 per device. For informational purposes only, we
willneed (six) Lane 3600 (Ethernet) processors priced at $575 per device. (See4.1-4.4)

not, When asked if anyone was present to speak against this project, the following citizens
spoke:

Colton Layman (87 Brookshire Drive) He explained he lives in the neighborhood directly next to
this. His house 1s pushed back from the road so this is a big concern for him. He stated the
industrial business is booming and he is Involved in it. He has a baby on the way and a nine year
old daughter. He is concerned about crime. His biggest concern Is the buffer. it shows that the
parking lot will be 50 feet from his home, you can see it through the tree line. He Is only one
person but he went through the neighborhood and everyone signed a petition for the buffer to
he increased from 50 feet to 200 feet. His wife is a teacher here and he does a lot for the Cty.
Along with the buffer he has concerns about crime, water and traffic, He asked that they table
this to take all of these things into consideration. Maybe look at how the first industrial park
goes before making a decision.

Gerald Powell (162 Enterprise)- He stated the first industrial park with 80 acres will be right at
his front door. He asked If this is right for Temple. The traffic is already bad in this area. it
brings hotels, that is not what we are looking for. He would like to know, as a citizen of Temple,

what communication has ISG had concerning water, sewer and police protection, In solving
those problems.

Karen Powell- stated that she has the same concerns and questions as Gerald Powell. There are
quite a few guestions that have not been answered and there needs to be more clatification.

Kristin Etheredge {40 Brookshire Drive)- concerns about traffic, light poliution and noise
poliution. Asked if this passes to please consider an increased huffer as that is a main concern of
neighbors. Concerned about peace and quality of life.

loe Vincent (87 Brookshire)- This is going to be in our backyard, He Is in law enforcement,
explalned his concerns about crime. Everything is about what is going to benefit the business.
The tax revenue won't come untll the tenants are there. Hotels bring crime and every job has
had apples. Please keep this as far away from our property as possible. He also has concerns
with the traffic, it is already horrible on 78 and 11.3. Temple doesn’t have the police force to
handle this. Al of the revenues received will go towards more workers for the City,

Billijack Bell responded to some of the concerns. He said the buffer is 100 feet and he is looking
at an additional 10 feet for landscaping. He said that is why there are codes. The lights will be



down lights, they are not trying to light up the sky. They will be creating a safe environment.

To use the facility you will have to have a one year contract; Carroll
County residents will get a discount. There will be restricted gate access, no sleeping allowed, fully
lighted, 24 hour security monitoring and a six foot black chaln link fence. The trees will be left as a
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buffer. He stated a traffic study was done, peak hours were 8-9:00am and 5-6:00pm. They estimate
having 13 trucks leaving in the morning and 15 trucks entering.

WHEREAS, the City has become aware of a potential water supply issue, such that, if all
of the potential homes that could be built within the City, based on presently approved lots, were
built, the City may not have water capacity to service additional residential developments; and

WHEREAS, the City needs fime to investigate its water supply issue, and to conduct
appropriate research, engineering, and the like with respect to its water supply, and to make
appropriate plans with the Carroll County Water Authority to ensure water availability for its
citizens;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Temple, and
it is hereby resolved as follows:

1.
The City hereby declares a six month moratorium on the approval of preliminary or finat

plats for developments containing three (3) or more residences and/or residential lots within the



City. This moratorium is needed to give the City time t.o assess its options for providing water
service to all possible residences within the City.

This moratorium shall expire effective as of April 6, 2026, unless the Mayor and Council

terminate it at an earfier time,

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Recording Work-Related Conversations

It is the City's policy that work-related conversations may not be recorded without the consent of all
participants. Employees may not make audio or video recordings of work-related conversations, except as
provided herein. This policy applies to all work-related conversations, including departmental meetings, one-
on-one conversations, employee counseling sessions, and other work-related discussions. This policy also
applies regardless of whether the conversation is in person, by phone, over the web, or through another
channel. The policy applies whether the conversation takes place on City property or at any other location and
covers the recarding of any conversation by any recording device, including personal smartphones, digital or
other recording devices, and video devices.

This policy does not, however, limit the recording of worlcrelated conversations under the folfowing
circumstances:
1. When members of the public or news media lawfully record work-refated communications.
2. The recording of communications in the Police Department through the permissible use of City-
issued body cameras, dash cameras, or ather means.
3. Recording as a reasonable accommodation for an individual with a disability upon netification to
othier parties of the recording, and approval by the Human Resources Department.
4. Recording for training purposes.
5. Recording of any public meetings.
6. Any other use approved by City policy or by the Gty Administrator.

i an employee or department wishes to use a recording device, they must submit a request to the City
Administrator, who may approve or deny it.

DISCIPLINE PROCEDURE
Section 1: Policy Statement

The City of Temple believes that each employee desires to provide quality public service by meeting high

standards of job performance and conduct and by following established policies, procedures, regulations, and
practices.

The purpose of this policy is to clarify guidelines for employee conduct and to outline appropriate disciplinary
steps.

Employment with the City of Temple is "at will," which means it is subject to termination by either the City of
Temple or the employee at any time, for any reason.

Nothing in this policy provides any contractual rights regarding employee discipline or counseling, nor should

anything in this policy be read or construed as modifying or altering the employment-at-will relationship
between the City of Temple and its employees.
